Haman is an
Agagite - the enemy of God’s people.

A Proclamation

*The flesh, like Haman, will do everything in its power to destroy
God’s work in your life.

*Like King Saul are we refusing to wipe out the flesh? Even
protecting and preserving what we consider to be the best of
our flesh?

*Have you become a “sanctuary city” for the flesh? You will
ultimately be the victim of your own decree.
